Report on One-Day Educational Tour to Faag Fair, Rampur Bushahr

The Department of History, Government College Nankhari, organized a one-day educational
tour on 07/03/2026 to the famous Faag Fair Rampur Bushahr, held at Padam Palace in Rampur
Bushahr. The tour was organized under the supervision of Sharmila Nalwa.

The Faag Fair is a significant traditional festival of the region and is celebrated every year
starting from the day after the festival of Holi The fair continues for four days and reflects the
rich cultural heritage, traditions, and social life of the people of Rampur Bushahr and nearby
areas. From the last four years, the Bushahr Carnival has also been organized during the first
three nights of the fair, adding modern cultural performances and entertainment activities to
the traditional celebrations.

The fair is held in the historic premises of Padam Palace, which adds great cultural and
historical significance to the event. Around 20-25 local devtas (deities) from different villages
participate in the fair, and their arrival is considered an important ritual of the celebration. The
fair begins with the ceremonial welcome of the devtas by Pratibha Singh, Vikramaditya Singh,
and his wife. Their presence marks the formal commencement of the celebrations.

During the fair, people gather in large numbers at Padam Palace and perform the traditional
Himachali folk dance Nati, which showcases the vibrant cultural traditions of the region and
strengthens community bonding.

A total of 08 students from the Department of History participated in the tour. The visit
provided students with an excellent opportunity to observe and understand the local traditions,
folk culture, rituals, and historical significance associated with the fair.

During the visit, Sharmila Nalwa explained the historical background and cultural importance
of such traditional fairs in the Himalayan region. She emphasized how fairs like Faag serve as
important social and cultural platforms, preserving the customs and traditions of the local
communities.

The educational tour proved to be an enriching learning experience for the students, helping
them connect their academic knowledge of history and culture with real-life cultural practices.
